In the course of the film we watch making and setting of the memorial to German soldiers fallen in actions which took place near the village and watching the process of looking for the names and relatives of those who buried here through the special foundation.

We’ll investigate the progression of the preparation-projects in Ukraine focusing on small, visually underlined moments in people’s lives. You would learn more of Ukraine, of its spirit and passion, its people and sports, break through political barriers with pragmatism and dry humour and connect emotionally with lives and  situations of modern Ukraine.
“Myth hunters”(doc. 20 x 26 min.) TV series, New Kyiv

This summer a team of young people – graduates from the Theatre Institute – made a trip from Kiev through Europe by hitch-hiking. The friends covered the route of Heracles, the ancient Greece hero, Ukraine—Gibraltar. By performing a play based on the myth telling how Heracles was gathering herds of cows which scattered throughout Europe, and singing Ukrainian songs in towns, they sought to investigate mythological motives and the place the myths and legends take in the contemporary European society at large. Traveling by hitch-hiking and mixing with other travelers, they collected mythological cows of their own – stories, fairy-tails and folk tales.

“Sun City” (doc., 52 min)  In production New Kyiv(Ukraine)
For the last ten years the number of orphans in Ukraine has grown by 60 per cent, having reached 150 thousand. The orphanages are overcrowded. The governmental system of children’s rights protection doesn’t work. Private centres for children are treated as illegal.  Daily orphanage “Sun City” in Donetsk, Ukraine has been existing for 5 years as an outlaw institution.
